His career as a Marine Geologist has involved an unusually broad diversity of research topics including: being co-chief scientist for Ocean Drilling Program Leg 164, developing and installing cable-connected sea floor observing infrastructures, and leading numerous expeditions using submarines, remotely operated vehicles, and autonomous underwater vehicles. These efforts are documented in ~200 peer-reviewed publications, which vary from curiosity driven basic research to science done to address societal needs. He is now running MBARI’s Canyon Dynamics Project, which is focused on making physical measurements within turbidity flows. He is an AGU Fellow. 
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
